SUBJECT:
CAMPUS DESIGN AND PROJECT MANAGEMENT MANUAL
Purpous:
This policy is designed to ensure quality control of materials, equipment, and assemblies for project planning, design, construction, and commissioning of new and renovated facilities.

The University of Nevada, Las Vegas provides the State Public Works Board, along with architects, contractors, and its organizations current standards that specify approved design requirements, systems standards, and commissioning guidelines for new and renovated facilities.  These standards constitute official requirements for any new building project and major renovation done by resources external to UNLV.  The standards have been developed to identify standard systems and components that will be used wherever feasible and set forth guidelines for their procurement, installation, and maintenance.

Revisions:
The Campus Design and Project Management Manual is a living document, and will be updated and revised as new technologies, methods, and products enter the marketplace, AND are approved for inclusion in the document.  The Office of Planning and Construction, with the review and approval of the Associate Vice President for Administration, is responsible for updating and distributing the current Campus Design and Project Management Manual.

Procedures:

The current LJNLV Building Standards shall be issued at the beginning of the project development process, and remain in force through the project warranty period.  Any changes to the UNLV Building Standards during the life of the project shall be incorporated only after appropriate consensus and agreement of responsible project managers from the LJNLV Office of Planning and Construction, Nevada State Public Works Board, and project Architect and Contractor.
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
